COMPULSORY ATTENDANCE
The state compulsory attendance law requires that a student between the ages of 6 and 18 must attend school and District-required tutorial sessions unless the student is otherwise legally exempted or excused.  A student who voluntarily attends or enrolls after his or her eighteenth birthday is required to attend each school day.  However, if a student 18 or older has more than five unexcused absences in a semester, the District may revoke the student's enrollment.  The student's presence on school property is then unauthorized and may be considered trespass.

School employees must investigate and report violations of the state compulsory attendance law.  A student absent from school without permission from any class, from required special programs, such as basic skills for ninth graders, or from required tutorials will be considered truant and subject to disciplinary action. 

Truancy may also result in assessment of penalties by a court of law against both the student and his or her parents.  A complaint against the parent may be filed in the appropriate court if the student:

*  Is absent from school on ten or more days or parts of days within a six-month period in
    the same school year, or   
*  Is absent on three or more days, or parts of days, within a four-week period.

It is important that students be in attendance regularly. State law requires that school age children attend school at least 90% of instructional time. This includes tardiness as well as early departure. Please make every effort to have your child at school during school hours, everyday.
ATTENDANCE REMINDERS
 

At the end of the year we will have an award ceremony. There will be two attendance awards handed out. These are:

Attendance Award - granted to all students who were counted in attendance every day of school. This includes those who may leave early for an occasional appointment, etc. but were in class when daily attendance was taken.

Perfect Attendance - granted to all students who were in attendance from 8:25-3:35 every day of school...no late arrivals, no early releases...PERFECT Attendance!
