FIELD TRIPS
Field trips are to be educational in nature, and all students are considered to be representatives of the school when they are on field trips. The following guidelines will be in effect for students and parents during field trips:

· All students participating in a field trip must be in the same grade level. 

· Parents or bus drivers may not bring their own preschooler or other school age children on field trips.

· Parents must abide by grade-level decisions on purchasing items from vendors during field trips.

· The parent/student ratio is 1- 5 maximum. The teacher must be free to oversee the entire field trip and handle any emergencies.

· In the event of an emergency, which necessitates the early return of a child, the entire bus will return unless an administrator or designee can pick up the child.

· The students will be required to return to the school on the bus at which time they will be dismissed from school. Parents cannot take their children off the bus. All children must ride the bus to and from the field trip.
· Parents may be required to escort their child on a field trip at the request of the principal or assistant principal. Any parent who attends a field trip must fill out a volunteer form and go through a criminal background check if they are going to be in charge of a group of students.

· The specific field trip permission slip must be in the teacher’s possession while on the field trip.

· Teachers will check roll before leaving campus, during the trip, and at the return to campus.

· An administrator will appoint a "Teacher in Charge" of the field trip. The teacher in charge will be in constant contact with the school, should an emergency arise.
